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Rivulus uatumansp. n. (Teleostei: Cyprinodontiformes: Rivul-
idae): a new miniature Kkillifish from the central Brazilian Amazon
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Abstract

Rivulus uatumannew species, from the Rio Uatuma drainage, central Amazonian basin, Brazil, is
described. It is a member of an assemblage incluRingmanapiraR. atratus R. ornatus R.
kirovskyi R. rectocaudatysR. romerj R. tecminagandR. uaktj diagnosed by a unique pattern of
frontal squamation and a derived color pattern of the infraorbital region. It shares three unique
derived conditions withR. kirovskyiand R. romeri small maximum adult size, third anterior
supraorbital neuromagbsteriorly positioned and absence of vomerine teeth. The new species dif-
fers fromR. kirovskyiandR. romeriby having the dorsal fin posteriorly positioned, fewer pectoral-

fin rays, more vertebrae, and a white bar on the distal margin of the caudal fin in males.

Ela compartilha trés
condic¢bes derivadas exclusivas cBmkirovskyie R. romeri pequeno tamanho maximo de adulto,
terceiro neuromasto supra-orbital anterior posicionado posteriormente e auséncia de dentes no
vomer. A nova espécie difere &e kirovskyie R. romeripor possuir a nadadeira dorsal posicionada
posteriormente, menos raios na nadadeira peitoral, mais vértebras, uma barra branca na margem
distal da nadadeira caudal em machos.
