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Hypostomus macushia new species of thelypostomus cochliodon
group (Siluriformes: Loricariidae) from Guyana
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Abstract

Hypostomus macusls described as a new species ofthecochliodongroup based on the pres-
ence of a light background with widely separated black spots. The only membergiottuehli-
odongroup with similar coloration afd. cochliodon, H.ericagH. ericius and H. paucipunctatus
Hypostomus macusbkian be separated frohh cochliodonby lacking a longitudinal ridge on the
pterotic-supracleithrum and a lack of longitudinal dark stripes; frbrericius by lacking keels
formed from sharp odontodes on the lateral plates; HosricaeandH. paucipunctatudy lacking

a buccal papilla; froni. ericaeby having spots in the distal dorsal and caudal fins not combining
(vs. spots combining to form wavy lines); and frompducipunctatudy having medium to large
spots (vs. very small spots}ypostomus macuslé found in tributaries of the Essequibo and
Negro Rivers of Guyana. The rangethftaphorniis additionally expanded to cover much of the
Essequibo River basin in Guyana and a single locality in the Takutu River drainage. Addition of
macushiandH. sculpodorto the phylogeny of thElypostomus cochliodagroup collapsed most of
the clades found in a previous analysis. OnlyHheochliodongroup, the wood-specializing spe-
cies, andH. ericius+ H. oculeusare supported as clades.

(vs. méaculas diminutas)H. macushié encontrado nos tributarios dos Rios Essequibo e Negro, na
Guiana. A distribuicdo dd. taphornié expandida para a maior parte da bacia do Rio Essequibo e
em uma localidade na drenagem do Rio Takutu. A adic&b decushie H. sculpodoma filoge-

nia do grupoH. cochliodoncolapsou a maioria dos clados encontrados em um estudo anterior.
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
