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First record of Hexaglandula corynosoma (Travassos, 1915) Petrochenko, 1958
(Acanthocephala: Polymor phidae) in inter mediate and definitive hostsin Mexico
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Abstract

Members of Polymorphidae, including Hexaglandula corynosoma, are acanthocephalans commonly found as intestinal
parasites in marine mammals, fish-eating birds and waterfowl. Hexaglandula corynosoma is distributed throughout the
Southeastern U. S. and southwards to Puerto Rico and Brazil. An acanthocephalan (and its larvae) resembling
H. corynosoma were found parasitizing intermediate (decapod crustaceans, Uca spinicarpa) and definitive hosts (yel-
low-crowned night herons, Nyctanacea violacea) from various localitiesin Mexico. A morphological and genetic study,
in combination with previous studies, confirmed that the larvae and adults were conspecific and corresponded to
H. corynosoma. Thisisthefirst record of H. corynosoma in Mexico parasitizing intermediate and definitive hosts.
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Resumen

L os miembros de lafamilia Polymorphidae son acantocéfal os que se encuentran cominmente como parésitosintestinal es
de mamiferos marinos, aves ictiéfagas y patos. Hexaglandula corynosoma es un miembro de este grupo cuya dis-
tribucion se extiende desde el sureste de los Estados Unidos hasta Puerto Rico y Brasil. En este trabajo recolectamos las
formas adultas y larvarias de un acantocéfalo muy parecido a H. corynosoma parasitando a hospederos intermediarios
(crustaceos decdpodos, Uca spinicarpa) y definitivos (yellow-crowned night herons, Nyctanacea violacea) en varias
localidades en México.

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Introduction

Adult acanthocephalans are endoparasites inhabiting the digestive tract of vertebrates and larval forms (cysta-
canths) develop in arthropods. Adults of Polymorphidae Meyer, 1931 are intestinal parasites of marine mam-
mals, fish-eating birds and waterfowl. The life cycle typically includes a crustacean as intermediate host and
may include afish as a paratenic host (Schmidt 1985). Few species of decapod crustaceans are known as inter-
mediate hosts (Nickol et al. 2002). Based on general hypotheses about the evolutionary history of the family
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
