The male of Mesoveloidea williamsi Hungerford, 1929 and its genitalia are described and
illustrated for the first time. The first record of the species from Rio de Janeiro State, Brazil, the
southernmost record of the species, is presented.

Int roduction

The genus Mesoveloidea Hungerford, 1929 comprises only two species: the type-species
M. williamsi Hungerford, 1929 and M. peruviana Drake, 1948. The known distribution of
the genus ranges from Mexico south through Central America and northern South
